2021 Spencer Slugfest 12U Girls Rules
General Rules:
· All players ages are based on their age by May 1, 2021
· All games will be 5 innings or a time of 75 minutes (no innings to begin after 75 minutes).  

· If the home team is leading going into the bottom of the last inning due to time or game length, the game is over when the Visiting team finished their at bat.  

· If the home team cannot win in the final inning due to max runs allowed in an at bat, the game is over immediately.
· Pregame warm-ups will be taken in the outfield only.  NO warm-up on the infield.  This will allow for raking and chalking in between games.
· Mercy rule will apply as follows: 10 after 3 innings and 8 after 4 innings.
· 4 balls = Walk for all ages and divisions.


· 3 strikes = Out for all ages and divisions.
· Pitching/Base Distances

· A maximum of 7 runs or 3 outs per half inning.

Base Running:

· 12U Girls-Runner cannot leave the base until the ball has left the pitcher’s hand.  Batter may run on dropped 3rd strike on 1st or 2nd out if 1st base is unoccupied or on 3rd out no matter the number or placement of base runners.  Home base is open at all times.
· Runners cannot interfere with a fielder in the act of fielding nor may a fielder impede the advancement of a runner when not fielding.

· The infield fly rule is in effect.
Batting order and lineup:
· Unlimited substitution allowed in the field. 
· If a team chooses to do so, they may bat their entire lineup.

· If you cannot field a team of 9, the ninth batter spot will be considered an out.

· Courtesy runners for the pitchers and catchers will be encouraged.

Pitching Rules by division: 1 pitch constitutes 1 inning pitched (these rules are maximums, coaches please use your best discretion with your players young arms.)
· Girls – 5 warm up pitches between innings.
12U – 3 innings max per game, no limit for tournament.
In case the game ends in a tie: 
International Rules will apply.  The player that made the 3rd out in the preceding inning will be placed at 2nd base and play will continue, the home team will do the same and this will continue until a winning team is determined.

Criteria for seeding and placing of teams in order if tie.
1. The team with the best record.

2. If two teams have the same record, the winner of the head to head competition between the teams will be the higher seed or place winner.

3. If tie is not broken, the fewest runs yielded will be tie breaker.

4. If tie is not broken, the team with the highest positive run differential during prior games will be the higher seed or place.

5. If tie still is unbroken, coin flip will determine seed or place.

Additional Tournament Information – Please read and follow.
· Please have your team clean out dugout after each game.
· Coaches are responsible for their parent and fan behavior.
· Unsportsmanlike behavior is subject to ejection from the game/tournament upon the umpire’s discretion.  The umpires have the full backing of the SYBSA and will be supported in their decisions.  Please let the kids enjoy themselves and have fun!
· Dugouts occupied on a first come basis.
· Coin flip by umpire determines home team prior to game.
· Home team is responsible for keeping the official scorebook.
· No protests allowed.  Disputes are to be settled on the field.
